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•	 Mr. Gill discussed the First Energy Command Response and Energy 
Conservation plans that are available. This may help the Township, residents 
and non-profits. Met-Ed is required to give a slice of energy and demand 
reduction from government and non-profits. This includes energy audits of 
buildings, rebates for appliance upgrades, etc. As a residential customer, Met­
Ed has on its website a place where you can fill out your profile for what you do 
in your home and it tells you how you rate. They then give you a kit which 
contains about $100.00 worth of items such as weatherization, power stripping, 
etc. to get you started on energy efficiency. 

•	 Mr. Gill discussed the process for an emergency in a Township. If you are a 
municipality, there is process in place if you have a critical facility such as sewer 
facility, water facility, hospital, etc. that is out of electricity and you have 
established a time with Met-Ed to come and they have not arrived, you, as a 
municipality, can call your County Emergency Center, which will then get in 
contact with PEMA, who will then get in contact with the PUC coordinator for 
emergencies and they will get in contact with Met-Ed to find out the problem and 
get someone there.

Mr. Schumacher noted Ms. Baxter could not be present at the meeting.
 

•	 Ms. Baxter is the Township's contact in situations where there is no satisfaction 
for an issue. There is a 911 direct dial number to Met-Ed's dispatch office. Ms. 
Baxter has met with the Township's 911 coordinator every year and if there is 
ever a question going through your 911 center, there is a direct line to Met-Ed's 
dispatch office. The EMA's are the only one that has the direct number. 

•	 Mr. Schumacher commented Met-Ed staffs for storms. His role during storms is 
to be in the dispatch office to act as a liaison and to track down the status of the 
calls. 

•	 Mr. Schumacher commented there is handout available at the municipal building 
for all the residential programs that are currently active in the energy efficiency 
program. The Home Analyzer is very useful. It uses your account records to pull 
the information from your history for comparison. This is all on the website 
rww.eD£l[gY§_~YP_I:i_com. A copy of the programs available has been given to 

Mrs. Casey and will be posted on the Township's website. Met-Ed does pick up 
old items that are still useful in the refrigeration and air conditioning areas. If it is 
an old item that is an energy consumer but the motor is running, Met-Ed will give 
you $35.00 and take it away. There are rebates for energy efficient appliances, 
air conditioning units, and heat pump systems. There is an extensive list of 
options residential customers can take advantage of and Met-Ed is encouraging 
individuals to do so. Met-Ed supports energy efficiency. The use of electricity 
inefficiently does not help out the company since it strains the system, causes 
them to make investments where they don't need to and causes reliability issues. 

•	 Mr. Schumacher noted there are other savings that can be taken advantage of by 
the Township. These are professional energy audits. If the Township does a 
professional audit of any municipal building, there is a $2,000.00 credit toward 
each building. There are lists of vendors available. If there are replacements 
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
